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To remove the metal Tab-
Seal cap, use the Tri-Sure 
universal plug wrench. 
Place the pin of the plug 
wrench in the hole of one 
of the ears and pull the 
tool gently backwards. 
Rock the tool from side to 
side, so that the beginning 

of the two score lines 
open up. Now pull the tool 
backwards and use the 
leverage of the tool to fully 

break away the centre 
s trip of the Tab-Seal 
cap.
